¥ What Is Eurojust?

Eurojust is a new European Union body established in 2002 to
enhance the effectiveness of the competent authorities within
Member States when they are dealing with the investigation and
prosecution of serious cross-border and organised crime.

What Is Eurojust Doing?
Eurojust stimulates and improves the co-ordination of investigations
and prosecutions between competent authorities in the Member
States. Eurojust improves co-operation between the competent
authorities of the Member States, in particular by facilitating the
execution of international mutual legal assistance and the
implementation of extradition requests. Eurojust supports the
competent authorities of the Member States in order to render their
investigations and prosecutions more effective when dealing with
cross border crime.

¥ Reinforce the position of Eurojust, in particular
regarding three areas:

1. Powers of the NMs
2.  Improvement of exchange of information with national

authorities and other parties
3.  Interaction with the European Judicial Network



Revised EJ Decision: DP

¥ Specificity of EJ DP rules preserved
¥ Clear definition of national competences
¥ Extension of categories of data to be legally processed

¥ Improvement of information provision from MS
¥ CMS-related issues and secure communications with

MS
¥ Time limits system further defined
¥ Third parties: distinction EU-third parties/countries
¥ Standards of EU classified information applicable
¥ JSB: new working regarding composition of troika
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
